Introduction

The Scheduling Requirements for the
Bilingual/Monolingual/International ~ Programs
provides schools with guidance to prepare their
schedules with more flexibility for grades (1-
12).

This scheduling system includes the
minimum student contact time (Minutes/Week)
that must be allocated in scheduling to all
compulsory subjects in the study plan issued by
the MoE for bilingual and monolingual
programs, and ministry required subjects for
approved international programs.

Two suggested templates (A) & (B) for the
bilingual and monolingual programs are
presented in this document and can be used
according to the school's preference as it is, or
by making amendments after fulfilling the
implementation guidelines (see chapter 1).
