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Introduction:

Praise be to Allah, Lord of the Worlds, and prayers and peace be upon the most honorable of
messengers, our Master Muhammad, and upon his family and companions, we are pleased
to present to you the guidance bulletin for the outcomes of educational citizenship for the
early education stage for the academic year 2025/2026 . It was prepared in a manner
consistent with the characteristics of this stage, and which deals with the outcomes of
educational citizenship for the early years stage. They were distributed into seven dimensions:
religious, national, social, environmental, cultural, technical, and economic, which were
harmonized with the citizenship education document issued by the Citizenship Department
at the Ministry of Education.

The bulletin also includes the procedures that must be taken to activate these outcomes in the
cognitive, skill, and emotional fields, and the implementation period for each procedure, in
addition to additional proposals for procedures to activate these outcomes. Also it contains a
special appendix containing a QR Code that allows access to several links to educational
videos on various topics related to citizenship, in addition to a link to a coloring booklet that
addresses the concepts of citizenship, and a special link to a story booklet that includes the
success stories of Omanis, which the teacher can benefit from in presenting topics related to

citizenship education.

General guidelines:

The outcomes of citizenship education are not limited to a single educational period, or only
on national occasions. Rather, the concept of citizenship should be also instilled in the
students’ souls throughout the daily program in an integrated manner with the other concepts

presented to them, according to a clear plan throughout the school year.
